Progressing skills taught: more freestyle, backstroke, alternate breathing, treading water, 
preparation for deep-end test (swim 2 lengths of pool, tread water for 1 min.)

Intermediate
For those who can pass the deep-end test, see Beginner II. 
Progressing skills & strokes taught: more freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke, butterfly, diving.

Advanced, age 11+
For those who have completed intermediate lessons, want to strengthen technique and have fun 
with peers. Advanced stroke class includes more freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke, butterfly, 
diving and racing.
